We are going to write a story about an animal together.
What type of story do you want to write? (Mystery, fairy tale, drama, etc)

What are some key elements to this type of story?
o Characters/animals
e Theme (the main idea or purpose of the story)
e away to change the theme
e some elements of suspense
e some elements of surprise

Does anyone have any suggestions for a theme? (Take a vote on which theme to choose)
How can we change the theme? (suspense, surprise)
When, where, what and who is involved?

Now that we have the basics of our animal story, one student will begin the story with a
sentence, the next student will add the next sentence and so on until we have written a
story that has a theme, a change to the theme, suspense and surprise and an outcome or
ending.

Once the group has completed your animal story you can work together to illustrate or
draw pictures for the story. For this you can use felt pens, crayons, or coloured pencil and
several sheets of paper to illustrate your story.

Steps:

o Write down or type up a couple of sentences from the story on the bottom of a
sheet of paper.

o Repeat this until you have written the entire story on the bottom of several sheets of
paper.

o Make a cover page with the title of your story and an ending page as well.

o Pass the sheets out to everyone.

o Each person will have two minutes to draw on each page illustrating and adding to
what has happened in that part of the story.

e Once your two minutes is up, pass the sheet onto the next person.

e Finish when everyone has had a chance to draw on each page.
